DuUNE CRYPTANTHA Cryptantha ganderi

GANDER® CRYPTANTHA

Spring annual,
10-40 cm tall

each fruit has 1 (maybe 2) nutlet
with a very acuminate tip

back of nutlet is smooth and
shiny, mottled grey-brown,
rough-hairy to bristly

leaves 1-3 cm long,
linear to narrowly
lanceolate

Boraginaceae (Forget-Me-Not Family)

Phenology: Rowering and fruiting February-March.
Management Responsibility: ~ USFWS (Cabeza Prieta NWR).

Similar Species: there are many species of Cryptantha, each differing in
minute RBoral/fruit characters. One sympatric species, C. angustifolia, has
2-3(4) nutlets per fruit. The back of the nutlet of C. barbigera fruits is not
smooth, but covered with white tubercles (bumps).

Notes: associated species include C. angustifolia, Croton californicus,
Pleuraphis rigida, Stillingia linearifolia, Tiquilia palmeri, and Triteleiopsis
palmeri.
